We will address
this need as monies become available.

The new camping season is off to a great
start under the leadership of our new Camp
Manager, Sue Willman, and with the help of an
army of volunteers.

e The Evangelists’ Duplex and the Senior
Citizen Building have been given a
thorough cleaning.

e The Maintenance Building has been
cleaned and rearranged for more
effectiveness. The clutter from around it
is being attended to.

e Dormitory rooms are being renovated
and a “Dorm Diner” is being developed.

e Aslew of water leaks are being
discovered and repaired.

e The nursery in the Tabernacle has been
improved and is much more conducive to
quality childcare.

e The Camp Store is being opened up to
serve campers from the rental groups.
In the past, it has only been open during
camp meeting.

¢ A new Registration Booth is being
planned to be placed on the east side of
the Maintenance Building under the
overhang. It will be larger and will allow
campers to be served inside the office.

e The main roads are in extreme need of
upgrading with new gravel. The spring
rains have played havoc on the grounds.
The cost for making our roads drive

As funding becomes available, a number
of other improvements are being considered.
The operative phrase here is “as funding
becomes available”. A number of
improvements will be accomplished when we
receive the financial means. At this time, the
Board is doing all it can to pay the basic
bills. Our income still does not match our
outgo. A new budget is being constructed
that will address this gap.

We had hoped after our last business
meeting that our income would improve, but
that did not materialize so we are making
adjustments.

We have moved from a Resident
Director position to that of Camp Manager.
This has been done for financial reasons:

» It reduces the cost of main-
taining the Resident Director’s house
(utilities, upkeep, etc.) year-round.

> It relieves us of the pres-
sure to keep the pay package for the
Resident Director at a full-time level
complete with benefits (such as health
insurance, etc.)

» The Resident Director’s
house will not need to be extensively
upgraded to make it attractive, comfortable,
and livable.

The new Camp Manager, at her own cost,
has purchased a camper in which to reside. Itis
positioned near the entrance of the camp. She is
responsible for her own health insurance, since
we will no longer be providing it. All of this cuts
the camp ground’s financial burden for a Camp
Manager.



The Board is looking at converting the
Resident Director’s house into a type of
fellowship hall (a smaller Senior Citizens’
Building, if you will). This renovation will be
less expensive than demolishing it. It would also
allow us to book two outside rental groups at the
same time, since most groups want to have a
fellowship area in which to congregate.

This, of course, is dependent on “available
funding”. Other improvements on the drawing
board, as funding becomes available, are:

¢ Plumbing for the Camp Store. At this time
there is no plumbing service for the Business
Office/Bookstore/Camp Store building.

+ Upgrading the South Bath

House with newer, more efficient

plumbing fixtures and a new roof.

+ Replacing worn out machinery —

mowers, tractor, golf carts, etc. Over

the long run, the cost of maintaining

golf carts will be less expensive by acquiring
Gator-like vehicles. The cost of regularly renting
a backhoe will be best addressed by owning our
own. When we have a major water leak, we
cannot wait for a volunteer one to become
available.

+ Replacing the out-dated, often broken
water line infrastructure throughout the camp.
A lot of time, money and effort go into keeping a
deteriorating system in working order.

These and many other improvements are
being looked at and will come to fruition as
funding is available.

Overall things are looking good for St. Louis
Camp. A great camp meeting has been planned
for this year (see details elsewhere in this
newsletter). A bright, optimistic spirit permeates
the grounds. Support your camp with prayers,
gifts and, when possible, volunteer service. The
best is yet to come. Come join the fun!

In order to conform to current IRS
regulations the following amendments need
to be added to our Articles of Incorporation.
These will be voted on at our annual

business meeting and are listed here for
review before the vote:

1. Said corporation is organized
exclusively for charitable, religious and
educational purposes, including, for such
purposes, the making and distributions to
organizations under Section 501(c)(3).

2. No part of the net earnings of the
corporation shall inure to the benefit of, or
be distributable to its members, trustees,
directors, officers or other private persons,
except that the corporation shall be
authorized and empowered to pay
reasonable compensation for services
rendered and to make payments and
distributions in furtherance of Section
501(c)(3) purposes. No substantial part of
the activities of the corporation shall be the
carrying on of propaganda, or otherwise
attempting to influence legislation, and the
corporation shall not participate in or
intervene in (including the publishing or
distribution of statements) any political
campaign on behalf of, or in opposition to,
any candidate for public office. Notwith-
standing any other provision of the Articles,
the corporation shall not carry on any other
activities not permitted to be carried on (a)
by the corporation exempt from Federal
income tax under Section 501(c)(3) of the
Internal Revenue Code or (b) by a
corporation, contributions to which are
deductible under 170(c)(2) of the Internal
Revenue Code (or corresponding section of
any future Federal tax code).

3. Upon dissolution of this corporation,
assets shall be distributed for one or more
exempt purposes within the meaning of
Section 501 (c)(3) of the Internal Revenue
Code, or corresponding section of any
future Federal tax code, or shall be
distributed to the Federal government, or to
a state or local government, for a public
purpose.
